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 Itôs been a busy time for the Committee 
as we selected the General Contractor 
and the Audio Visual Team Engineers.  
The all ïday interviews of the 3 best can-
didates for General Contractor were in-

tense! We had reviewed voluminous documents and websites.  Each 
company was also asked to provide historical inforamtion about their 
ñChange Ordersò patterns.  Mike and I also brought our construction 
ownerôs representative and general contractor from our Atlanta pro-
ject to assist with questions.   
     After the interviews, we debriefed, prayed, shared meals together, 
prayed moreð then finished the day with a deciding process that in-
cluded our Architectôs representative as well.  The decision was 
VERY close, but we ultimately decided to make the first offer to TBI 
Construction. 
     On the AVL/Acoustics side, we have explored many options are 
are almost done:  we have selected Audio Ethics to ñdesign/buildò 
with us;  they may be assisted by acoustical engineers at some point 
if the Committee believes that would be the best.   
     The VLT and Finance Committee are working on the Budget Targets, and so the Building Committees 
next big task will be to ñverifyò the Budget, doing whatever Value Engineering and cost cutting we need to do 
to fit within our Budget target.   After that step is done (which will involve making decisions needed for our 
Site Permti), we will submit for our Site Permit.  We hope to reach this milestone by mid-July.  Whew!
